

There are four stages to this approach to teaching core French:

1) Speaking-this is the initial stage, in which a question is introduced, students offer their authentic response and then the teacher presents a visual slideshow of the possible answers to question, accompanied by the oral; no text is presented yet, this question and answer is practiced via a variety of motivational activities, participation is fundamental to the development of independent speech.
2) Reading-the teacher presents a letter to the class, re-capping the various answers to the question, the teacher always reads first, then the students are given the opportunity to read the message aloud, if available, a relevant book is read aloud by teacher and then also by students. Predictions, observations and connections can be made. 
3) Writing-the teacher records a collective, class paragraph, dictated by the students, the next day this paragraph is projected for all to see, and the students find the sentences that are personal for them and record these in their journal, some time is also spent on creating a title, an introduction and a conclusion, the journals are collected and corrected by the teacher, returned to students and corrections are made, typically this rough draft journal writing is the basis for a good copy project.
4) Reading-journals and or good copy projects are read aloud by students and shared with the class.
